Despite global commitments to combat deforestation and
degradation, between 1990 and 2020, Asian tropical forests saw
a 15% decline, losing 38 million hectares—far surpassing the
global average of 4%. Asia, in particular, has some of the worst
rural poverty problems and is experiencing rapid tropical
deforestation and desertification. Nature—-based solutions are
one of the most cost-effective ways to achieve decarbonization
objectives where public—private actions are needed.
